Rapid Acceleration in Adoption 

Wireless internet connected devices will grow from 2 to 10 billion by 2015 

Telcos are spending $200 billion globally in upgrading their networks 

IT cloud services will grow at over five times the rate of traditional IT products 

(2009-2014) 

The Internet is the fastest-growing communication tool ever. It took radio 38 years 

to reach an audience of 50 million, television 13 years, the Internet 4 years, the 

iPod 3 years, and Facebook 2 years.  

The first text message was sent in December 1992; today the total number of 

texts sent and received will exceed the population of the planet. 

The internet was connected to 1,000 devices in 1984, 1M in 1992, 1B in 2008 

It is estimated that 4 Exabyte's (4.0 x 1019) of unique information will be created
