It is an international, vendor-neutral certification that proves a technician’s competency in managing, 
maintaining, troubleshooting, installing and configuring basic network infrastructure.

Since its introduction in 1999, more than 235,000 people have become CompTIA Network+ certified. Microsoft 
includes CompTIA Network+ in their Microsoft Certified Systems Administrator (MCSA) program, and other 
corporations such as Novell, Cisco and HP also recognize CompTIA Network+ as part of their certification tracks.
